If you
could not read the word easily or it took you a few goes to sound it out and blend, |
would like you to be honest and leave it white. These words should be read by sight,
which means you see them and then you say them.

The second part to this activity today, | would like an adult to do a spelling test with you
and say the words. Again, if you get it right, at the end, you can colour all of the ones
you spelt correctly.

2. NUMERACY. Let’s learn about British coins. Have a look at the Money coins video
on Active Learn.

44. Today we are counting coins together and
matching them to the price tag. Remember we start
with the tens first so to 10p coins, then we add the
1p, 2p and 5p.

10p+10p+10p + 10p =40p + 1p = 41p %
