Reminder of the method

Copy the number.
Half 58 58
N Partition the number by separating the
5|0 ? 10s and units.
25 + 4 Halve the 10s and units separately.
\ /
29 Add them together.

Remember all the ways to ask for halves:

Half of Share in half Share equally between 2 people -2
1
2 Split in half Divide by 2

Every ‘half’ question must be answered by using the above technique (splitting the
tens and units to halve them separately)
